1. Earthquake in the Early Morning

The Yogyakarta and Central Java people will never forget the tragic event occurring in the early morning of Saturday, May 27, 2006. As some people were preparing to leave their warm beds at 05:55 a.m. suddenly a tectonic earthquake measuring 6.2 on the Richter scale struct the districts of Bantul, Yogyakarta, and Klaten, Central Java. The quake lasted less than 2 minutes but it was severely damaging housing and infrastructure. As of June 5, 2006, approximately 6.000 people were reported dead, about 16.000 were wounded and become invalids and over 100,000 people were displaced. Over 25,000 houses and buildings were damaged or destroyed. 

The Indonesian government immediately declared an emergency situation. Aids began pouring from other regions and foreign countries. On the same day UGM took action to help communities severely hit by the earthquake throughout Yogyakarta and Central Java by setting up UGM Response headquarter to coordinate various rescue and relief efforts.

2. UGM Response Plan 

UGM Response Plan is designed to offer short, medium, and long term assistance.

A. Emergency rescue (1-2 weeks)

1. Providing key medical services for about 2,500-3,000 families and patients.   

2. Establishment of public kitchens to feed 2,500 survivors

3. Logistics: provide tents, tarpaulins, blankets, ready-to-serve foods, baby food and milk, drinks, and toiletries.

4. Protection and education: to provide psycho-trauma supports to affected population, especially children and vulnerable groups.

5. Immediate recovery: to assist the delivery of GOI’s  cash-for-work to clear rubbles and recycle building materials. Integrated efforts include restarting micro-enterprises in the rural informal economy and provision of environmental advices for recovery or the economy in impacted areas. 

6. Disaster assessment:  in impacted areas of Yogyakarta and Central Java 

7. Need assessment in impacted areas of Yogyakarta and Central Java

8. Rapid infrastructure assessment in Jetis sub-district, Bantul, one of the worst-hit areas.

9. Provide alternative sources of clean water and repairs damaged water treatment facilities and sewage systems.

B. Medium term recovery plan (2-8 weeks) 

1. Infrastructure assessment in Yogyakarta and Central Java including: environment repair, water resources, psycho trauma and economic.  

2. Technical assistance to local government and to Yogyakarta Disaster Relief Coordination Unit.

3. Establishing of Psycho-trauma Center at Gadjah Mada University, 2 clinics at impacted areas and a mobile unit.

4. Providing financial assistance to students and employees of Gadjah Mada University from impacted areas.

C. Long-term reconstruction plan (1 year) 

1. Technical assistance in disaster management to Yogyakarta and Central Java Provincial Government. 

2. Assisting the Provincial Government to administer Self-help House Rehabilitation Scheme (25,000 houses are totally destroyed)

3. Giving assistance in designing new Provincial Code for Earthquake resistance Infrastructures. 

4. Providing Assistance to the Local Government in Local Disaster Mitigation Program.

5. Reviving agriculture sector: enhancing food and nutrition security with the aim of assisting farmers in the impacted areas to resume their livelihoods dan reduce their overall dependency on external food aids.

6. Establishment of a National Center of Disaster Management at Gadjah Mada University

7. Providing scholarships to approximately 3500 registered students and 400 new entrants from impacted areas.

3. Appeal to Friends of Yogyakarta and Central Java

UGM Response Plan has been in operation since the afternoon Saturday, May 27, only about 7-8 hours after the tragic event. UGM students, on their own initiative under the coordination of Student Governemnt departed to the site and set up a Relief Center in Trimulyo Village. The Rapid Medical Taskforce of The Medical Faculty in collaboration with Sardjito Teaching Hospital continues to give medical care and services to 2,000 victims in needs of emergency cares from the hospital, the Dentistry Faculty, and the Medical Faculty. In cooperation with volunteers from other universities, UGM medical team provides medical service in Temporary Health Care Center in the disaster sites. 

The UGM Relief Center operates 24 hours starting from Sunday, May 28, 2006.
